After his military service, Glenn worked at John Morrell and Co. and then
began a life long career in farming. The couple made their home near Lennox.
Glenn was an active member of Trinity Lutheran Church, Tea where he had
served on the church council. He was a member of Brethorst-Burma American
Legion Post 174, Lennox. He had also served on the Lennox School Board,
SDHSAA, the Good Samaritan Advisor Board and had coached basketball
and softball for his daughters. Glenn enjoyed fishing, hunting, golf, skiing,
classic cars, John Deere tractors and travel. Most of all, Glenn was a devoted
husband, father and grandfather, who deeply loved his family. He was
preceded in death by his parents.
