Medal, Good Conduct Medal, Sea Service Deployment Ribbon, and Global
War on Terrorism Service Medal. He was discharged from the Navy in July of
2007 and was reunited with his birth mother. He attended lowa State
University as a performing arts major for a semester and made the Dean's
List. He moved to Lincoln, Nebraska, in 2008, where he worked for Subway.
He then moved to Tea, South Dakota in 2009, and worked for the HyVee
bakery, Oggies Restaurant, Hilton Garden Inn, Oh My Cupcakes, the VA food
services and at the Empire Mall, for four years, as a security guard. On
September 8, 2010, he legally changed his name to Jason Justin Langland in
Lincoln County, SD. Due to declining health he went on SSI disability, and in
2017 he moved to Canterbury Apartments in Sioux Falls.



Jason is survived by Arvin and Susan Snuggerud, his brother, Matthew
(Courtney) Snuggerud, and a niece and a nephew, all of Omaha, Joyce Twite
of Tea, many aunts, uncles and cousins, birth family and friends, and his best
friend and beloved cat, Noodle, who went to the Sioux Falls Humane Society.
He was preceded in death by his grandparents, George and Ruth Wegehaupt
and Luverne and Deloris Snuggerud, and his cat, Rocky and dog, Subaru.
